20 Disadvantages of DREs over Op-Scan voting systems.
1. DREs are more expensive because one per voting booth is needed.
2. If purchase a mixed system (DREs for disabled and punch-card or op scan for other voters) - then the disabled have no ballot secrecy & complexity of maintaining two vote counting systems.)

3. DREs - more machines to move on Election Day. Expensive transportation or difficult for volunteers to do.

4. Many poll workers not computer savvy - training more expensive for DREs. 
5. DREs require more ample and expensive storage space between elections, must be stored in dry place, and secured from tampering.

6. Maintenance on DREs more expensive. More machines to maintain. Proprietary machines mean you are forced to hire the vendor for maintenance.

7. DRE electronic ballots can be invisibly and undectably used to embezzle votes.

8. With DREs electronic or electrical failures could interrupt or prevent the election.

9. Innocent errors in programming or ballot definition could corrupt election results and be difficult to correct.

10. Difficult to audit - requires additional equipment and geeks to independently recount the paper rolls audit trail.

11. DREs Require more substantial, expensive voting booths to hold the heavier equipment.

12. DRE Voting booths will be more difficult to move.

13. DREs much more complex to secure than paper ballots.

14. Sight disabled voters cannot verify the paper roll audit trail on DREs yet.

15. Sight disabled voters' ballots are stored on a separate DRE machine with headsets - violating disabled voters' privacy.

16. DRE paper rolls preserve ballot order - do not protect ballot secrecy.

17. DRE paper rolls stored in the voting booth - could be tampered with by subsequent voters.
18. Voting lines longer with DREs due to requirement for expensive machine/voting booth.

19. More expensive to do basic election monitoring and auditing of DRE vote counting equipment (with any system extra counting equipment should be purchased to allow for breakdowns and election day testing), and recounts of randomly selected precincts.
20. Difficult to correct any errors that are discovered to have affected vote counts with the DRE paper audit trail - only geek auditable.
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
